ONLINE COURSES AT CAPT & CDTlIs

e CAPT Bhopal successfully conducted 8 (eight) online training events, including 2 online courses and 6 webinars in the
month of July-2020. These courses were on Soft Skills for Police Officers and Induction Course for NCB Officers. A total
of 2,132 officers from various state police forces, correctional services, prosecution department and CAPFs participated
in these online training events. In addition, one online distance course on Soft Skills for 10 days and a workshop on
Crime Against Women & Children were also conducted through e-School through Moodle.

e CAPT also conducted 6 (six) online training programs. This includes Training of Trainers - IDC; Investigation of
Road Accidents course; Management Principle course for Prison Officers, three workshops on human trafficking
& its effects on children and woman safety and one webinar for Prosecution Officers. A total of 765 officers
from various state police forces, correctional services, prosecution department and CAPFs were trained in these
online training events.
